O travellers to the 
Haram! Congratulations on being 
invited by the Lord of the worlds! Be 
glad that He has invited you to His 
House! Not only that, but He has 
given you the provisions for travel 
and lodging. And not only that, but He 
has also filled your hearts with such 
love of Him and His House that today 
you leave your homes, your cities, 
your countries and embark on this 
journey solely for the pleasure of 
your Lord. Had this desire not been 
there then you would have never 
planned to undertake this journey.

How many a millionaire are there who 
travel throughout Switzerland, 
England, America, and so on - who 
spend their children's vacations over 
there - but never receive this 
invitation: Come, visit Our House! 

Live in Our city! Act according to the 
Sunnats of Our beloved servants! Run 
between the hills of Safa and Marwa 
just as a wife of a prophet and a 
mother of a prophet did! We love this 
running of yours. Hurl rocks against 
satan just as Our Prophet Ibrahim u 
did! Perform sacrifice just as a loyal 
servant of Ours laid his son and ran 
the knife over his throat because of 
Our Command! But we had prohibited 
the knife from even scratching the 
throat. Our servant did as he was told 
and the knife did as it was 
commanded (i.e. it did not cut); both 
acted under our command. Those 
who claim to love Us - We test them to 
see whether their claim is true.

Hazrat Moulana Ashraf Ali Thanwi (R) 
has written that when Prophet 
Ibrahim u got tired running the 
knife, he said to the knife: Why don't 
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you cut? The knife responded: You 
have been commanded to cut, and I 
have been ordered not to cut; do your 
job, I am doing mine. Then a ram was 
sent from the heavens and the test 
was complete.

We were pleased with this act of Our 
friend - now you also imitate him.

It 
is preferred to partake of the Qurbani 
meat first, before eating anything else 
from the Qurbani animal.

NB. This is a Mustahab (optional and 
rewarding) practice - there is no 
compulsion. However, we should all 
endeavour to practice and reap the 
benefit.

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Hajj as a picture of death

A person leaves his home, bids farewell to 
near and dear ones and departs on the 
journey alone. As how he boards the 
plane as a conveyance, in death his 
conveyance will be the bier carried on 
people's shoulders.

Just as how family and friends can only 
accompany the Haji to the airport, 
friends and family can only accompany 
one in death to the edge of the grave. In 
death, a person leaves behind his home, 
family and undertakes this journey 
alone.

A Haji wears two white sheets to cover his 
body. In death a person is also wrapped in 
sheets of the Kafan which serve as his 
garment.

The greatest comfort a Haji enjoys in 
Hajj comes from the money and 
provisions, which he carries with him 
before leaving. Likewise, the greatest 
comfort one enjoys in the life after death 
is that which comes from the good deeds, 
he performed before his death...READ 
MORE

Allah Ta'ala says in the Noble Quran:  "And 
announce to humanity, (O Ibrahim), the 
pilgrimage, and people will come from 
every part of the world by every means of 
transport – so that they may witness the 
benefits for them …” (Surah Hajj – Verse 27)

Hajj is actually a means of continuing and 
reviving the remembrance of that 
worship which has been part of every 
religion from the time of Hazrat Adam u 
and Hazrat Ibrahim u.

In all acts of worship including Hajj, 
there is the outward act and an inner 
deeper meaning. Hereunder some of 
these great benefits of hajj are 
mentioned;

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Nahr-e-Zubaida
(The Canal of Zubaida in Makkah Mukarramah)

Abbasid Khalifa. It is said that Zubaida's 
palace 'sounded like a beehive' as she 
employed one hundred female maidens 
who had memorized the Qur'an.

During her travels for Hajj, she witnessed 
the water shortage that the Hujjaj 
suffered from in the dry desert. She had 
spent over 2 million dinars on improving 
the water supply of Makkah and the 
surrounding province. This included the 
construction of an aqueduct from the 
spring of Hunayn, 95 kilometres to the 
east, as well as the famed “Spring of 
Zubaida” on the plains of Arafat. The 
canal is a remarkable feat of engineering 
and construction at such a time when no 
modern technology was available and 
thus, it was named after her – Nahr-e-
Zubaida (The Zubaida Canal). 

The canal was built on a path that 
pilgrims walked through between Makkah 
and Taif. She called prominent engineers 
and surveyors from different parts of the 
world to build this canal. After surveying 
the entire area, they decided to bring the 
canal from the Hunayn valley where a 
water spring from the mountains 
provided water to the residents for 
irrigation. The area was rocky, the land 
was barren and dry, and the weather was 
very hot...READ MORE

Zubaida bint Ja`far ibn Mansur was 
amongst the most well-known of the 
Abbasid princesses. Zubaida was the 
daughter of the Abbasid Khalifa Mansur's 
elder son, Jaffer, the cousin and wife of

Backed by $925 billion of the Saudi 
Arabian sovereign wealth fund, 
according to information from 
Bloomberg, the Red Sea Gateway 
Terminal International (RSGTI) is in the 
process of considering building a new 
terminal at Durban’s port to export 
citrus. This move could help bring 
investment into South Africa’s battling 
logistics sector.

After Spain, South Africa is the second 
largest exporter of citrus, supplying 
oranges, lemons, and grapefruits to 
countries in Europe, Asia, the Middle 
East, as well as North America.

This is in light of a contested section from 
6 October 1995, that ruled if a South 
African citizen acquired citizenship of 
another country without applying for 
retainment of their native citizenship, 
they would lose their South African 
citizenship.

“South African law allows for dual 
citizenship, and there is no justification 
for South Africans to be deprived of their 
birthright in the manner that was 
previously done,” said Department of 
Home Affairs Minister, Dr Leon Schreiber.

“Home Affairs will not only abide by this 
ruling, but has immediately started work 
to enable affected individuals to confirm 
their citizenship reinstatement.”... READ

Reward Of Hajj
Rasulul lah r sa id, “One who 
performs Wuzu and proceeds to 
a t t e n d  F a r d  S a l a h  ( w i t h  
congregation) receives the reward 
of a Haji in the state of Ihram, and if 
he leaves for Salatud Duha (Chaast 
Salah), he gets the reward of 
performing Umrah.” (Abu Dawood)

Rasulul lah r sa id, “One who 
attends the Masjid for the purpose 
of learning or teaching (Islamic) 
knowledge, receives the reward of 
a Haji who performs a perfect 
Hajj.” (Tabrani)

DAYS OF TASHREEQ

RULING:

The recitation of the above Takbeer 
is compulsory upon every male and 
female immediately after every 
Fard Salah. 

DAYS OF TAKBEER:

Commences: After the Fajr Salah of 
the Day of Arafah (09 Zul Hijjah) 
 
Terminates: After the Asr Salah of 
the last day of Tashreeq (13 Zul 
Hijjah)
 
METHOD:

For males, it should be recited 
audibly once immediately after 
making Salam. Females should 
recite it softly.

Hint: Ladies may consider sticking a 
little reminder at the place where 
they perform Salah to help them 
remember the recitation of the 
Takbeer.

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Q&A

Q Is it permitted to do Tawaf on a 
wheel chair or a golf cart?

A
In principle, it is obligatory 
(Wajib) to perform Tawaf uz 
Ziyarah and the Tawaf of Umrah 

while walking. However, if a person is 
unable to due to a valid excuse, such as 
physical disability or illness, then one is 
permitted to use a wheelchair. Similarly, 
if using a golf cart is necessary due to the 
person's condition, it shall be permissible 
as an alternative to a wheelchair. The key 
is that the concession is granted for those 
who are unable to perform the Tawaf on 
foot due to valid reasons.
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Q What happens if a person does 
not perform Tawaf-uz-Ziyarah? 

A
If a person does not perform 
Tawaf-uz-Ziyarah and returns 
home, then the Hajj will not be 

complete and such a person will remain 
in the state of Ihram only with regards to 
intimacy with the spouse. Such a person 
must return to perform the Tawaf-uz-
Ziyarah as this is a Rukn (key 
requirement) of Hajj. As long as Tawaf-
uz-Ziyarah is not performed, the Hajj 
remains incomplete. 

Q Is it permissible for one to read 2 
Rakats Nafl Salah between the 
Maghrib Azan and Iqamah whilst 

in Makkah and Madinah, or anywhere 
else?

A
Generally, according to the 
Hanafi Mazhab, it is discouraged 
to perform any Salah between the 

Azan and Iqamah of Maghrib Salah. 
However, in such places where time is 
given, like the Haramain, one may 
perform Nafl Salah during that time.

Q Does a person performing Hajj 
need to perform Qurbani?

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A
Qurbani is compulsory upon a 
Muqeem (resident) and not on a 
Musafir (traveler).

If one performing Hajj is a Muqeem 
during the days of Qurbani, then Qurbani 
is compulsory on this person. This 
Qurbani can be performed in the Haram, 
at home, or anywhere else.

This is apart from the Damm sacrifice of 
Hajj (for those performing Qiran or 
Tamattu Hajj).

Q Whilst performing Tawaf, some 
impurity touched my body. Do I 
have to pay a penalty for this?

A
If a person becomes soiled with 
impurity while performing a 
Fardh, Wajib, or Nafl Tawaf, there 

is no obligation for Sadaqah (charity) or 
Dam (penalty). However, it is necessary 
to promptly cleanse oneself of the 
impurity.

Q Is it permissible to perform the 2 
Rakats of Tawaf after Asr Salah?

A
Generally, it is preferable to 
perform the 2 Rakats of Tawaf 
immediately after completing 

Tawaf, and it is discouraged to delay it. 
However, the aforementioned guideline

does not apply in situations where the 
time after Tawaf coincides with a 
Makrooh (disliked) time for Salah, such as 
from Subh Sadiq (true dawn) until after 
sunrise, and from after the Asr Fardh 
Salah until the sun has set. In such cases, 
it is obligatory to postpone the 2 Rakats 
until a permissible time for Salah begins.

Q What happens if I leave the 
haram without performing the 2 
Rakats of Tawaf?

A
Should one not perform the 2 
Rakats of Tawaf in the haram, it is 
permissible to perform the Salah 

later at home, or elsewhere. However, 
it's discouraged to delay performing This 
Salah without a valid reason.

Q Can a person performing Hajj 
apply sun lotion whilst in the 
state of Ihram?

A
A person performing Hajj may 
apply unscented sun lotion whilst 
in the state of Ihram.

Q Can a male performing Hajj wear 
a cap?

A
It is not permissible for a male to 
wear a cap or any headgear whilst 
in the state of Ihram.

The 9th day of Zul Hijjah is known as 
Youmul Arafah (The Day of Recognition) 
for various reasons. It is regarded to be 
the best day of the year and one in which 
many virtues are combined.

The following are established practices 
from the Hadith which every Muslim 
should endeavour to fulfil on this great 
day.

Fasting on the day of Arafah - The fast of 
this day has great significance and is 
highly recommended. Nabi r said "I have 
hope in Allah Ta'ala that the fast of Arafah 
will be an atonement for the (minor) sins 
of the past and the forthcoming year."
